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1.
Each club in Kansas-Missouri District shall pay dues as follows:

The amount of annual dues per member is determined by the recommendation of the District Administrative Council and the approval of the District body in session.  The rate is shown in the approved Annual District Budget.

a. 
A new member accepting membership in a club shall pay prorated District dues beginning with the month the member enters the club through the remainder of the current club year.  The Club Treasurer is responsible for forwarding new member District dues to the District Treasurer in a timely manner.

b.
The Club Treasurer shall pay to the District Treasurer the annual District dues for active and privileged members by July 1. Members-at-large will pay International and District dues.”


c.
Each newly organized club will not be required to pay district dues the year in which they are chartered.  A club chartered after April 1 will not be required to pay District dues the following year.

2.
District Property:

a.
The Pilot gong shall be transferred at the close of the District Convention to the President of the Pilot Club hosting the following Fall Council and at the close of the Fall Council to the President of the Pilot Club hosting the next District Convention.

b.
The Governor’s banner shall be presented by the President of the outgoing Governor’s Pilot Club to the President of the incoming Governor’s Pilot Club at each District Convention.

c.
The District Scrapbook is the responsibility of the District Historian.  It shall be presented to the incoming Historian at each District Convention.

d.
The District flags and flagpoles shall be the responsibility of the club hosting Fall Council and District Convention.  They shall be passed to the next host club of either Fall Council or District Convention.

e.
The District pins (Governor, Governor-Elect, Secretary and Treasurer) shall be passed on at the next District Convention.

3.
Gifts:

a.
The District Treasurer shall be responsible for the purchase of a Past Governor’s pin and bars or donations to Pilot International for the outgoing Secretary and Treasurer according to the Plans and Procedures and as provided in the District budget.

b.
A donation to the Pilot International Foundation in the amount provided for in the District budget shall be made in the name of and credited to the name of the Executive Committee Representative of Pilot International assigned to the District Convention.  The District Treasurer is responsible for ensuring this donation is made.

c.
The Governor-Elect shall use donations from the District Clubs to present a gift to the outgoing District Governor.

4.
District Communications:
a. The District will maintain a Website.The Webmaster will be appointed by the District Governor.  An annual fee for purchase of web time will be provided in the District budget.

b. The District roster will be maintained by the District Secretary.

c. The District will publish a Governor’s Bulletin bi-monthly, at a minimum.  The District Governor will appoint an editor.  Distribution will be to Club Presidents, Past International Presidents, Past District Governors, and members of the current Executive Committee via email or U.S. Postal Service upon request at the expense of the requesting Club.  The Governor’s Bulletin will be posted on the District Website.  
5.
Pilot International Convention Expenses:

a. An allowance may be included in the District Budget for the District Governor’s per diem in accordance with the Pilot International policy for the Board of Directors, providing such individual attends the Council of Leaders for District Officers and all business sessions of the convention.

b. The District Governor-Elect shall be expected to attend the Council of Leaders for District Officers and the Pilot International Convention following election.  Payment for expenses shall be provided in the District Budget on the condition that all sessions are attended as required by Pilot International at the Annual International Convention.  Such expense allowance shall not exceed the registration fee, travel allowance, hotel and per diem in accordance with the Pilot International policy for members of the Board of Directors.

c. An allowance may be included in the District Budget for the District Treasurer and District Secretary’s registration fee, a per diem in accordance with the Pilot International policy for the Board of Directors, and travel and lodging expenses as determined in the budget, providing such individuals attend the Council of Leaders for District Officers and all business sessions of the convention.

d. The District PIF Representative’s registration expense may be paid as provided by the District Budget on the condition that all special PIF Meetings, business sessions and PIF events are attended at the Annual International Convention.

6.
District Budget:

a. 
The District budget may include an allowance for registrations at District Convention, Fall Council and Pilot International Convention as follows:

(1) At District Convention for the District Coordinators, District Chaplain, and District PIF Representative, on the condition that such individuals participate in the presentation of the program

(2) At Fall Council for the District Chaplain and the District PIF Representative.

(3) At Pilot International Convention for the District PIF Representative.

b.
The District budget may include an allowance for meals, hotel and registration for the ECR for District Convention.

c.
The District budget will include an allowance for District Incorporation and Renewal Fees.

d.
Information concerning the District budget shall be disseminated by the Treasurer.
e.
The Contingency Fund is to be held in reserve for expenses incurred at Pilot International Convention in honor of a Pilot International President from the KS-MO District.  The amount of the fund shall not exceed $5,000.

f.      Following the District Convention Memorial Service the District Treasurer will send a gift of $5.00 to the Pilot International Foundation for each member who has died during the past year. 

7.
District Convention/Fall Council Budgets and Registration Refunds:

a.
The District Convention Budget and Fall Council Budget may include an allowance for the Friday night social if such a social is included in the District Convention/Fall Council agenda.

b.     A request for a refund of District Convention/Fall Council registrations will be honored if such a request is received by the Registration Chairman seven (7) days prior to the District Convention/Fall Council, providing funds are available.  Written requests will be required.  If there is a death or illness in the immediate family, or a business emergency, the seven (7) day notice MAY be waived.  A fee shall be charged for District Convention or Fall Council registration cancellations to cover fixed expenses.  
8.
The District will adopt a District project that would benefit a charity in the host city of the District Convention and/or the Fall Council. The charity will be selected by the host club and approved by the DAC. The Governor Elect and District Project Coordinators will facilitate the project.

9.     The Standing Rules may be amended by any District Convention of the KS-MO District, Pilot International, by a majority vote of the delegates present provided the proposed amendment has been presented by a Pilot Club or the District Administrative Council, and has been submitted in writing to the District Secretary and to the Governor of the KS-MO District at least sixty (60) days before such convention.  A copy of such amendment shall be mailed to the President of each Pilot Club at least thirty (30) days prior to the District Convention.
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
